» Each Contract is negotiated with the vendor (no competitive
solicitation for price)

» ORS 279A.025(4)

» Simplified and reduced purchasing process.

» OFCs show their costs
» Price may not be the lowest available

» Flexibility to renegotiate SOW
» Ability to extend contractual relationships

» Social benefits

- Direct Labor better than 60% across OFC

- No more subminimum wages

- Successor Contractor Requirements

- Must offer work at same or better pay and
benefits

- Workers working more that 28 hours or
more on contract

- Successor contract must contain provision
