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ETHICS BULLETIN 

To increase the public’s trust, the Oregon legislature has mandated the Board on Public Safety 
Standards and Training establish minimum standards for all private security providers in the state.  
The minimum standards for this program are defined in Oregon Administrative Rule Chapter 259, 
Division 60. The Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (Department) is responsible 
for certifying and licensing private security professionals, instructors and managers who meet all of 
the Board-established standards, and for denying or revoking the certification or licensure of those 
who do not meet or fall below the standards. 

The Professional Standards Ethics Bulletin has been developed as an educational tool aimed 
at providing insight and transparency into situations involving applicants for certification or 
licensure and current providers who may have violated the minimum standards. This publica-
tion is meant to provide insight into the types of behaviors that resulted in revocation, denial, 
suspension or civil penalty of private security certification and licensure over the last two 
months. The bulletin details the conduct and the resulting Department action. The names of 
the individuals in this bulletin have been omitted to ensure focus remains on the behavior.  
This is a sampling of cases and not meant to describe all past actions taken by the Department 
over the last two months.

Applicant 2, an Armed/Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Harassment Constituting          
Domestic Violence. 

 

Applicant 3, a Supervisory Manager and Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Robbery and 
Assault and Battery with a Deadly Weapon in another jurisdiction.   

 

Applicant 4, an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Resisting Arrest. 

 

Applicant 5, an Unarmed Professional, had two convictions for  Dr iving Under  the Influence of a 
Controlled Substance.

The individual stole 
cash from the cash register while working as a cashier. Individual also over charged customers for     
purchases and stole the overcharged amount.  (Disqualifying conduct is based on Dishonesty, Lack of 
Good Character, Mistreatment of Others, and Lack of Public Trust). 

 
Applicant 8, an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of False Repor ting of an Emergency and  
Theft in another jurisdiction.

Provider A, an Alarm Monitor Professional, engaged in disqualifying misconduct based on a con-
viction for Theft in the Third Degree, reduced from a Class C Misdemeanor to a Class A Violation.   
The individual was caught stealing multiple items from a retail store.  (Disqualifying conduct is based 
on Dishonesty, Lack of Good Character, Mistreatment of Others, and Lack of Public Trust).    
 

Provider B, an Armed/Unarmed Professional, was convicted of two counts of Sodomy in the Fir st 
Degree and Sex Abuse in the First Degree. 
 

Provider C, an Armed/Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Assault in the Four th Degree in 
another jurisdiction.   
 
Provider D, an Executive Manager and an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of a Felony level 
Driving Under the Influence of Intoxicants.   
 
Provider E, an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Coercion.   
 
Provider F, an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Commercial Sexual Solicitation. 
 
Provider G, an Unarmed Professional, was convicted of Cr iminal Trespass in the Fir st Degree 
and Criminal Mischief in the Second Degree.
