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Operating Procedures

* A consensus model will be used to facilitate
decision-making and ensure the RAC benefits from
the individual views, experiences, background,
training, and expertise of the members.

e Consensus is a participatory process where the RAC
members strive for recommendations that they can
accept, support, live with, or agree not to oppose.




Operating Procedures

Expectations for the decision-making process include:

Members agree on the value of consensus; the group should strive to
achieve it. As such, recommendations will be made by consensus of all
present members.

Members agree to compromise and work together to find workable
solutions in the commitment to achieving consensus.

Those with differing recommendations are responsible for proposing
alternative solutions or approaches to resolve differences.

Meetings will be conducted in a way that fosters collaborative decision-
making and consensus building.

Merr|1bedrs will honor decisions made and avoid re-opening issues once
resolved.

When consensus cannot be reached, the facilitator may invite
documentation of differing opinions or viewpoints.
