The City of Donald is recognized as a Tree City USA for its first year.
The City of Rivergrove returns to the program after a short pause.

Nine Tree City USA communities celebrate a milestone year - Banks (15), Brownsville (15),
Corvallis (20), Donald (1), Medford (25), Milwaukie (5), Roseburg (5), Salem (45), and Tigard
(20).

Fourteen cities receive a Tree City USA Growth Award - Albany, Beaverton, Corvallis, Cottage
Grove, Eugene, Grants Pass, La Grande (29, 2nd highest in the nation), Medford, Milwaukie,
Portland, Redmond, Salem, West Linn, and Wilsonville.

A Tree City USA community that earns ten Growth Awards is recognized as a Sterling Tree City
USA. “A Sterling Tree City USA is regarded as a leader in community forestry and is often looked
upon as an innovator.” - Arbor Day Foundation. The City of Grant Pass (2020) joins eleven
other Sterling Tree City USA communities: La Grande and Portland (2001), Echo (2004), Tualatin
(2005), Medford (2009), Lebanon (201 2), Beaverton (2013), Eugene (2014), Salem (2015), and
Corvallis and Wilsonville (201 8).

Fourteen Oregon Tree City USAs have received Growth
Awards from a national organization - the Arbor Day
Foundation - for showing higher levels of tree care and
community engagement with their urban forestry programs
and activities during 2020.

To be eligible for the award, a city must have been enrolled
as a Tree City USA for at least one year. In 2020, some 69
Oregon towns and cities qualified as a Tree City USA.

The Growth Award program is designed to help
communities build upon their Tree City USA status and
grow their urban forestry programs.

Several activities qualify, such as:
e Revamping a tree ordinance
e Conducting a tree inventory
¢ Holding a tree fair for the public
e Improving social equity outreach

Each activity is worth from 1 to 10 points. Communities
must describe their activities and add up their points.

Communities must score at least 10 points in each category

to earn a Growth Award.
