2. The standard sanction for this violation is a 10-day suspension or a $2,500.00 civil penalty. Staff added two days of aggravation because Licensee
has previously been allowed to purchase age verification equipment (AVE) as an offset to a penalty for a previous failure to verify the age of a
minor, and the age verification equipment was not used to prevent the current violation. The total proposed sanction was a 12-day suspension or a

$3,000.00 civil penalty.

3. The Commission will reduce the penalty by three days.

4. Licensee will pay a $2,250.00 civil penalty before 5:00 PM on September 15, 2023 or serve a nine-day license suspension beginning at 7:00 AM
on September 22, 2023 and ending at 7:00 AM on October 1, 2023.

5. Licensee will be removed from the Responsible Vendor Program effective on the date of entry of the Final Order Incorporating Settlement
Agreement (FOISA). Licensee may reapply for the program one year after issuance of the FOISA.
