Topic: Electric Vehicle Charging Station Pilot Project

Background:

This pilot project began with the passage of House Bill 2290 in 2021 where the Oregon
Legislature directed the agency to plan and allow for public charging. With the help of a non-
profit fundraising partner, Adopt-A-Charger (AAC), OPRD was able to receive generous
donations to start this project. AAC brought on Rivian to donate the planning, engineering,
design, equipment and 10 years of maintenance for level 2 charging stations at 8 state park sites.
AAC was also able to bring in dollars from Entec Polymers to subsidize the cost of public
charging for the duration of the pilot project.

The goals of this project are:
1. Accommodate and encourage visitor use of electric vehicles to support the long-term
viability of state park destinations.
2. Address state and global goals to reduce greenhouse gas emissions.
3. Help the agency plan for future park infrastructure needs.

At the time of the commission presentation, 7 out of 8 pilot project sites have completed
construction and are live.
