Attention, new retirees:
Do these two things
before returning to work

To receive the right retirement benefits without
delay, PERS-retirement applicants must do two
things before returning to work (or continuing
to work past their retirement date) for a PERS-
participating employer:

1. Tell their current employer or employers
that they have applied for PERS retirement.

2. Tell their new (or continuing) employer or
employers that they have applied for PERS
retirement.

If PERS-retirement applicants fail to make sure their
employers know that they have applied for PERS
retirement, it can delay the onset of their retirement
payments.

Why their position must terminate

Once a PERS member applies for PERS retirement
and chooses a retirement date, their employer must
terminate their position at least one day before the
effective retirement date and report final wages

as soon as possible. Once PERS begins calculating

their benefits after their retirement date, their
account is locked for benefit calculation — no
more hours or wages can be added. If they
are, this puts the brakes on the employee’s
retirement process.

This doesn’t mean that a retirement applicant
can’t return to PERS-covered work or continue
to work, however. They just need to make

sure their employer stops or “terminates” their
current employment and their next employer
(whether that’s a new employer or their current
employer) hires them as a working retiree.

Therefore, if the employee is going to continue
to work for their employer or start a new PERS-
covered position, it must be as a working retiree.
Their hours and wages must be reported as
wage code 17 Retiree Wage-ER Rate.

What employees need to do

Once an employee applies for PERS retirement,
they need to tell their employer or employers
what their effective PERS retirement date is.

Remember

= Retirees are free to work for a non-PERS-
covered employer with no PERS limitations
nor requirements.*

= Early retirees are limited to working fewer
than 1,040 hours/year (Tier One/Tier Two)
or 600 hours/year (OPSRP) until they
take a six-month break from working for
all PERS-participating employers. If they
surpass the limit, they may have to repay
any pay they receive after that point.

= Regular retirees do not have to take a six-
month break and don’t have an hour limit.

*Some PERS retirees who are receiving Social Security
benefits and have not reached full retirement age
under Social Security may have limitations on how
much they can earn and still receive full benefits. For
more information, go to the Social Security Receiving
Benefits While Working webpage and the PERS Work
After Retirement employers webpage.

What employer reporters need to do

When a PERS member retires from PERS, there
can be no new 01-Qualifying or 15-Non-Qualifying
new-hire employment segment added after their
effective retirement date.

To hire or continue employing a new PERS
retiree:

1. Submit a Detail 1 record with an 11 — Retiree
New Hire with Hour Limit status code.

2. Report their hours and wages on a Detail 2
record with a 17 — Retiree Wage code.

The records will suspend until the retiree’s
account is in “service retirement” status. Wait
about 90 days and resave the records for
processing.

For employer reporters

How to report IAP contributions for employees
who have different contribution types

Some employees have two different types of IAP contributions. This may be because they fill different
roles that have different agreements in place for how the IAP contributions are deducted and reported.

For some positions, the employer “picks up” the 6% contribution, meaning that the employer pays it
on behalf of the employee (employer-paid pre-tax (EPPT)). For other positions, the member pays it by
member-paid pre-tax (MPPT) or member-paid after tax (MPAT).

EDX is not designed to process two different contribution types in a single record. If you do so, your
record will post but will cause an error in the system that must be manually corrected.

Instructions

When reporting a single pay date for an employee who earned two different types of IAP
contributions, you must submit two records: one for each contribution type plus the hours and wages
associated with that contribution type.
