
Where Parking Reforms Apply 
 
The parking reforms in the Climate-Friendly and Equitable Communi�es program apply in Oregon’s eight 
metropolitan regions (those areas with 50,000+ popula�on): Albany, Bend, Corvallis, Eugene/Springfield, Grants 
Pass, Medford/Ashland, Portland Metro, and Salem/Keizer.  
 
The reforms do not apply outside those areas. 
 
In total, the parking rules apply to 48 ci�es, and 3 coun�es with large amounts of urbanized land in the metro 
areas.  
 
Coun�es where the program applies (in the parts of the county inside the urban growth boundary):
